Toileting Procedure
Aim 
For children to become independent with regards to toileting and handwashing
Methods
To achieve this we support children in the following ways:
· We use visual prompt cards (photos of children’s hands being washed) to remind children how to correctly and hygienically wash their hands
· Three times a day (before morning and afternoon snack and before lunch) as part of our routine we draw attention to the need for children to go to the toilet and then wash their hands using Makaton and visual prompt cards

· We allow children to go to the toilet whenever they need to and we offer assistance if required

· Where appropriate, we keep the bathroom door closed so that it is clear to staff when a child needs to use the toilet, as we will notice them opening the door. Staff will supervise and assist as required

· We work in partnership with parents regarding toileting, informing parents when children in nappies show an interest in using the toilet at the setting, offering advice and pointing parents to other services such as Health Visitors for more specific guidance and support

· We have a book giving advice on Potty Training which we lend out to parents if requested
· We provide information via our website giving advice on Potty Training 

· Where children request help with wiping and/or where parents have requested that we help children, we use protective gloves and toilet paper to wipe them. If children prefer to do this themselves we encourage this.
· We record any instances where we have changed a nappy, changed soiled clothing or wiped a child on a toileting record sheet. 
· There is always a second adult within sight/hearing when a member of staff is assisting a child with toileting.
· We encourage children to use the toilet and wash hands at set times; this encourages those in nappies to use the toilet as they see their peers modelling this behaviour.
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
